- Students have been using lines in their writing for the week prior in their books. 
Teaching and Learning Preparation

Have the blank books prepared with some lines on the page for students to use and are able to still draw picture. 
Have an idea to write list book for modeling to students.

Session Structure

	Orientation/ Introduction;

After bringing the students back from assembly, I will talk to students about what I had been thinking about during the night about my writing and what to write about. I will tell the student’s what my story is going to be about ‘setting the table’ and ask them, is this list book, procedural writing or story book?

I will ask the students how this is a list book and how it is different to a procedural book. 


	Teaching strategy/ Learning activity; 

Once we have knowledge of the reason why we use this book and what is different, I will write my brief list book in my lined paper book. While I am writing my book I will ask the students to assist me in thinking of words to use and how to put them in a sentence. 

When writing my list book I will be emphasising the use of my capital letters, my full stops and the placing of my words/letter on the lined area of my book. 

Once I have written my list book and have some simple pictures to put with my words, I will ask the students to read my whole list book with me. Again I will be emphaising my capital letters and full stops. 
Once we have read through my list book I will use the letters ‘a’ and ‘b’ to show the students where the letter starts and finishes so as the students letters will look like mine. 

I will then hand out the students unfinished books if they would like to finish those and give the students new ones to begin their own story books. The students will then go to their tables to do their list books, I will place myself around the room so I can help and assist all students and encourage them to write their best and include the capital letters and full stops. 


	Conclusion;
Once I have given students enough time to be practicing their story books, I will stop them and get their attention. The student will be asked to put their books in their respective boxes and come to the carpet and sit quietly, ready for math’s. 
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
